My MATCO wheels
use real rubber grease 
seals that keep the 
grease in and the dirt 
out. A felt pad 
saturated in grease 
attracts as much dirt 
as your baseball pants 
after a day of practice!

Well that’s a lot! 
Sounds dumb to use a 
piece of felt instead of 
a real rubber seal. Thanks 
for the tip Skids!
